Admission to ETSU Teacher Education Requirements:

1. Formal application to the College of Education Teacher Education Program.

2. GPA of a least 2.50 on General Education work as reflected in calculated GPA excluding Developmental Studies classes.

3. Completion of at least 30 semester hours of General Education courses including 6 hrs. required in English, 8 hrs. required in Science, 3 hrs. required in Mathematics, and 3 hours in Using Information Technology.

4. ACT composite score of a least 22; or SAT combined scores of at least 920 (1020 if taken after 4/1/95); or Praxis I  scores of 174 in Reading, 173 in Math, (and 173 in Writing.

5. Submission of portfolio as initiated in EDUC 2100 Orientation to the Profession of Education.

6. Completion of successful interview with the College of Education Admission Board (one Walters State Community College faculty member and 2 ETSU faculty).

7. Demonstration of good moral character and freedom from any condition that would impair effectiveness as a teacher.  Includes passing scores on an approved speech and hearing test, letters of reference, and notarized statement of character. 

8. Completion of EDUC 2100 Orientation to the Profession of Education, EDUC 2300 Foundations of Education, and EDUC 2910 Field Study in Education with a grade of AC@ or better.

Transfer students with an associate degree earned through an articulated major/concentration are required to take two writing, one oral communication, and one using information technology intensive courses.  You must take these courses at ETSU; transfer credit for courses taken at other institutions does not satisfy the intensive requirements.  Your College of Education  advisor at ETSU will help you identify and select these courses.
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
