sophomore year. (See application for additional details)

A copy of the applicant’s transcript to include all courses and grades.

If possible, a letter(s) of recommendation from a professor(s).
A one-page, typed statement outlining the applicant’s working process and goals.
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In addition to the Coleman Scholarship, the Greeneville Arts Council will award college
undergraduate merit scholarships as funds permit for the 2009-10 school year according to the same criteria

listed above.

Application deadline are in June every year.
