P 5. If awarded the scholarship, you must be enrolled full-time and in 3

art classes during each semester of the junior year.

Required for Application:

Submit the following:

1. A portfolio of 8 to 10 works completed while a student at ETSU.
Use a portfolio. 3-D students may place work in boxes. Originals,
slides or c.d. images will be accepted. Clearly label the portfolio with
your name, address, telephone numbers and “Holly Adams
Scholarship” clearly printed on the upper left corner of the portfolio.
On the back, bottom, or side of each work, securely attach your
name, address, and phone.

2. A copy of your school records with all semester grades and current
classes. Note: See your advisor or the Art Office to print a copy
from your student records.

3. A one-page statement regarding your long term artistic goals. This

should be no longer than 150-200 words.

1. Applications must be submitted by March 15.
