He teaches courses in Experimental Animal Behavior, Animal Physiology, Biology for Majors II, Topics in Organismal Biology, and Neurobiology.  His research interests are primarily concerned with determining how the nervous system controls behavior (neuroethology). Because the nervous system is so complex in the vertebrates, he has relied upon relatively simple animals (such as insects and crustaceans) as model systems.  His other interests include environmental influences on circadian rhythms in flies (with Dr. Karl Joplin), insect neuroanatomy (requires microdissection), and aggressive behavior and establishment of dominance hierarchies in crayfish.
