David's research interests focus on the area of embedded system design. 

His past work includes an internship at Oak Ridge National Labs where he developed software plug-ins to provide web-based remote control of an electron microscope installed and operated by Oak Ridge's High Temperature Materials Lab. This type of research allows him to take students who are familiar with database, networking, operating system, and web design principles and introduce them to the capabilities of computer hardware. Among his publications is a textbook, Computer Organization and Design Fundamentals, which is downloadable for free to all students interested in basic computer and motherboard design fundamentals.
