Instructional Innovations

 I developed an online section of FNCE 3220 (Business Finance) including 15 audio-visual PowerPoint presentations with extensive audio commentary. I also developed a test bank of approximately 1,000 questions for online homework assignments and tests. The online class includes a writing assignment of about 2,500 words. I offered the first section of this class this summer and 11 students completed the class successfully. Student feedback was overwhelmingly positive.

2. I revised the International Financial Management class by including a writing assignment, a research paper for the graduate section, an online trading simulation for currency trading and in-class assignments that involved use of spreadsheets and statistical software (Minitab). In addition, I have increased coverage of financial derivatives to encompass futures, options and swaps.
