This past spring, I started a new weekly business information program, “Business Matters,” on WETS-FM.  I co-host this program, along with a professional financial advisor.  The purpose of the 30-minute program is to inform the public about events in the economy and business world that affect their lives, businesses, careers, and portfolios.  As the resident economist on the program, I present, discuss, and analyze the economic news of each week.  This requires that keep up with all the economic data releases that come out each week, deciding which are most significant, figuring out how to explain what the data are telling the listeners about the economy, and distilling all of this into something that will be understood by the general public, in 5-7 minutes.  Because the data are sometimes not available until just before the show is recorded on Friday, last minute edits are often required.  In addition, I arrange for guests who appear each week on the program.  My co-host and I interview the guests about their roles in matters that affect the community, region, and nation, with particular emphasis on the connection with business and economic developments.  These guests are leaders in the regional business, political, or educational community.  Among the guests who have been (or are scheduled to be) on the program are U.S. Senator, Bob Corker, Dr. Paul Stanton, Dean Linda Garceau, Dr. Larry White of the ETSU Center for Banking, Rayford Johnson of the Innovation Lab, Dean Randy Wykoff, Steb Hipple, Phil Pindzola (Director of Public Works, Johnson City), Candace Jennings, COO of MSHA, Charlie Floyd (Domtar), Etta Clark & CeeGee McCord (Eastman), Ed & Jean Stead, and David McClaskey (Pal's Business Excellence Institute).
