Instructional Innovations

 New course developed:  AMBA5140 Data Analysis.  This is one of the courses developed for the new accelerated MBA program.  I developed lesson notes with numerous practical business examples, collected data sets for the examples and homework problems, shot videos demonstrating statistical procedures within Excel, and created homework/case assignments.  The course required development of an extensive D2L site and large amounts of email correspondence with the students   I also took an ATS course and used the SPSS statistical package in the class.  

New course developed:  ECON/FNCE 3800 Econometrics.  I developed this as a new experimental course.  Hopefully the course eventually will be included in the department’s set of regular course offerings.  I planned and organized the material into a set of lessons, wrote class notes for each lesson, collected data sets for use in class examples and homework problems, and developed homework assignments & online exams.  I also supervised a regression project by each student which required them to collect their own data, conduct regression analysis of the data, and present their results to the class.  I examined several regression packages and then selected EVIEWS for use in the class.  The EVIEWS software then was used for class examples, homework, and projects.  I provided students with in-class training in use of EVIEWS and developed written instructions that were made available on D2L.  All lesson notes, EVIEWS instructions, data sets, homework assignments, and exams were made available on the course D2L site.  

New course preparation:  ECON4337 Government Finance and Public Choice.  I took over this class when Dr. Felker moved to the Political Science Dept.  This was a completely new course preparation requiring new lesson plans, class notes, homework assignments, and exams.

Completed paperwork and gained approval to change ECON4337 to an Oral Communication Intensive (OCI) course for the coming fall.  This gives economics majors an alternative to the History of Thought class as an oral intensive class.  It also provides the department with some flexibility in meeting oral intensive requirements for our economics majors.  
Implemented the MyEconLab online system into principles of economics classes for online homework and quizzes.

Developed a complete set of online homework assignments within D2L for ECON 2210 and ECON 2220.   Extensively used the D2L system for homework assignments, document delivery, course announcements, grade access, etc. in all courses.
