Beginning Proficiency:*

Teachers who wish to pursue ENGLISH add-on are expected to enter the program with a minimum of one course or

challenge proficiency in the following:

o American Literature, equivalent to our ENGL 2110 or 2120

e British Literature, equivalent to our ENGL 2210 British Lit. I, OR Shakespeare, equivalent to our ENGL 4200
Shakespeare & His Age

o European or World Literature, equivalent to our ENGL 2430 European Literature or ENGL 2330 World Literature

Candidates must show at least a "B" in each of these courses or their equivalents.

Challenge Exams:
Candidates adding an endorsement in ENGLISH may submit a request in writing to the Chair of English if he/she
believes that a challenge examination is in order for a specific required course. The examination will be created and
graded by Department of English faculty whose expertise is in that particular field. There will be no appeal process
for a failing examination grade. Grading will be Pass/Fail only.

e  All substitution requests and approvals must be routed through the certification officer in the College of Education. See reverse side
for more about exceptions and substitutions.

e  Teacher education students who are pursuing initial teaching license and wish to add credits toward an add-on endorsement may do so.
Please be advised, however, add-on programs do not necessarily meet the requirements of a minor and substitutions or approvals made
for teaching add-ons do not take the place of catalog requirements or departmental advisement for degree purposes.

e  Courses counted toward an add-on must have a minimum grade of "C-" or equivalent unless otherwise stated in this program sheet.

e Add-ons will not be verified unless all requirements for initial Tennessee teaching license are met.

e  When the teacher has met the process specifications above, and qualifying Praxis Il exams, he/she will be eligible to add the new
teaching endorsement to the existing Tennessee license. To obtain the necessary verification of completed process:

Have qualifying Praxis Il score reports submitted to ETSU College of Education, Recipient code #1198. The score reports must
come directly from the Educational Testing Service to the College of Education. Copies of the examinee's score report will not be
accepted.

The candidate must submit to the Certification Officer in the College of Education the appropriate application for amendment to
licensure with official transcripts of all college credit.
