Programming Committee:  Patricia Burks-Jelks led a discussion regarding the professional development conference in Jackson, TN on October 2, 2008.  The Board of Directors discussed setting the registration fee at $50.00 for TN-CUPA members and $60.00 for non-members.  Karen Queener moved and Diana McClay seconded the amount of the registration fees. The schedule for the conference was discussed.  The schedule will depend on whether a keynote speaker is invited to speak in the morning.  Vendors may be asked to give a 5-10 minute presentation regarding their products or services.  It was thought to have two concurrent sessions in the morning and two concurrent sessions in the afternoon.   There are 5 possible concurrent session topics:  1) Employment Law Update, 2) 403B benefits (Dan Trentham), 3) Access & Diversity or Affirmative Action (William Arnold), 4) Benefits Negotiation(Anne McElrath), and 5) Best Practices in Background Screening.  Patricia noted that she hopes to finalize conference details by the end of this week.  There is a tentative conference call set up for August 28, 2008 @ 10:00 EST to discuss the fall conference.
