The meeting was called to order at 3:30 p.m. by Anne McElrath, President-elect.  McElrath welcomed the Board of Directors.  The minutes of the December 1, 2008 meeting were considered and were approved as submitted.  


Treasurer’s Report
Ashley presented a treasurer’s report which was previously submitted to the Board of Directors.  Keith moved and Queener seconded that the treasurer’s report be approved as submitted.  There have been two deposits since the last meeting.  The Board discussed reimbursing an individual ½ of the membership fee since the fiscal year is half over. Queener moved and McClay seconded the motion to reimburse the member ½ of the specified fee. Ashley has reestablished communication with the Southern Region Treasurer about reimbursement of $154.00. He anticipates receiving funding in the near future.

Communications Committee
McClay will send out save-the-date reminders for the April 14, 2009 professional development.  A newsletter will also be disseminated when more details are available.

Programming Committee
Ashley has communicated to National headquarters that the chapter is no longer under any obligation to the Marriott on West End.  

Regarding the April 2009 conference, the meeting will take place in the UT University Center.  The space is free.  Burks-Jelks will send to McClay the request for proposals after receiving input from the board.  McClay will disseminate the request to the membership.  The Board discussed possible themes for the conference.  A discussion ensued about the length of the conference, format, keynote speaker, and concurrent sessions. Topics for possible sessions include: access and diversity, legal update, and financial planning.  The Board emphasized the need to solicit more sponsors.
An agenda for the conference will be distributed in March.  Burks-Jelks will complete the spring 2009 registration form and she will also send out the evaluation results of the fall 2008 conference.  The registration fee for the spring 2009 conference is $50 for members and $60 for non-members. Burks-Jelks will request Trentham to request a catering quote for conference meals.  Information concerning hotel accommodations will be disseminated, but the Board will not reserve a block of rooms for participants.

Old Business
The Board of Directors emailed their suggested changes to the bylaws to Trentham.  Trentham will synthesize the comments and give a status report to the Board of Directors at the next meeting.

Board officers will be elected in the spring. The Board discussed members who were eligible to vote in the elections.  The Board will continue to discuss the slate of officers at the next meeting.

New business
Ashley will acknowledge membership checks received via a letter.  He will copy the membership chair on the correspondence.

The next meeting of the Board of Directors will be February 23, 2009 in Knoxville, TN.  The meeting will be held at 3:30 (EST).
