The meeting was called to order at 3:30 p.m. by Dan Trentham, President.

The minutes from the June 30, 2008 meeting had been previously emailed to all Board members.  Rich Ashley moved and Karen Queener seconded to approve the minutes as mailed. The motion carried unanimously.  

Treasurer’s Report:
Rich Ashley communicated that there is a balance of $6,660.94 in the bank account.  This includes $775 in membership fees.  Rich is anticipating receiving $500.00 from TIAA-CREF.   The Board of Directors discussed the structure of the institutional membership.  The institutional membership is limited to 5 persons.  An additional $25.00 can be charged for every person that exceeds the maximum institutional membership of five.  Rich will check to see if Russell Epperson can be the institutional member for his college.  Rich will draft a proposed statement regarding membership.  The Board of Directors also discussed the authority of the treasurer.  Rich Ashley moved to permit the treasurer to make payments of $100.00 or less without Board approval.  Expenditures that exceed $100.00 will have to be approved by the Board for payment. The motion was seconded by Karen Queener.  The motion carried unanimously.  

Dan Trentham explained that the Southern Region Board gave the Tennessee chapter money for startup expenses and there is a $154.00 balance.  Rich will submit a bill of $94.00 from Dan Trentham to the Southern Region Treasurer for reimbursement.  

Diana McClay moved and Dan Trentham seconded the approval of the Treasurer’s report. The motion carried unanimously.  


Committee Reports:

Communications Committee:  Diana will publish a newsletter when more information is available on the fall 2008 Conference.  She has updated the website with the names of new members.

Programming Committee:  Patricia Burks-Jelks led a discussion regarding professional development activities for the next academic year.   The fall conference will be held in Jackson, TN on October 2, 2008.  The spring 2009 conference will be held in East Tennessee, probably at the University of Tennessee.  Tentative dates are March 31, 2009 or April 14, 2009.  This will constitute the Chapter’s annual meeting with elections.  The Board discussed holding the fall 2009 conference from September 21-23, 2009 at the Vanderbilt Marriott.    The Chapter will have to commit to filling 70 rooms for 2 nights.  The Board of Directors discussed the need to publicize the East and West Regional conferences.

Legislative Committee:  Donna Gwaltney reported that she is seeking assistance from CUPA-HR about a legislative agenda.  She is also exploring whether other committee members are still interested in serving on this committee

Membership Committee:  The Board of Directors had a discussion about corporate sponsors. National CUPA-HR will assist with sponsorships of corporate members.  Rich Ashley will send out reminders to VALIC and the Tennessee Board of Regents (TBR) about renewing their memberships.

Additional Comments and/or Reports: 

Dan Trentham reported on attending the Associated Leadership Program in Tempe, AZ.  Dan collected an array of new ideas from this leadership conference that he hopes to implement this next year, i.e. having an administrative professional track at a conference.

The next Board meeting will be held face-to-face on August 25, 2008 at the University of Tennessee, Knoxville at 3:30 p.m. Eastern.
