The meeting was called to order at 3:10 p.m. by Ann McElrath, President-Elect. 
The minutes from the May 19, 2008 meeting had been previously emailed to all Board members.  Diana McClay moved and Karen Queener seconded to approve the minutes as mailed. The motion carried unanimously.  
No Treasurer’s Report.  Rich Ashley has assumed the duties of Treasurer. Diana noted that one new membership had been received from Southern Adventist.

Programming Committee: The Board discussed the Fall 2008 Conference.  Patricia will check availability of dates at the UT West Tennessee Research and Education Center, Jackson, for September 25, 30 and October 2, 2008.  Patricia will also obtain information on caterers for breakfast and lunch.  It was noted that our Chapter has exceptional speakers and trainers we would use to conduct workshops.

The Board further discussed the possibility of settling our obligation to the Marriott Hotel in Nashville this fall.  (We are obligated financially to hold an event there before April 2009 due to the overbooking of rooms at the Spring 2008 Conference.)  Patricia will contact the Marriott to confirm our obligation responsibilities and obtain information on the availability of rooms preferably on a Monday or Friday in September or October.  If we host our Fall Conference in Nashville, we will hold the Spring 2009 Conference in Jackson.  
Communications Committee:  Diana will publish a newsletter when more information is available on the Fall 2008 Conference.
New Business:  Karen Queener moved and Pat Burks-Jelks seconded a motion by Ann McElrath to defer discussion on an Historian’s job description until next month when more of the Board was available for discussion.  The motion carried unanimously.  

Karen Queener moved and Diana McClay seconded a motion by Ann McElrath to change our TN CUPA-HR Board monthly Board meetings from 3 p.m. Eastern to 3:30 p.m. Eastern. The motion carried unanimously.  This motion followed from discussion and the need to accommodate Board member schedules.

Karen Queener led a discussion on the need to hold face-to-face Board meetings.  These meetings will foster team and relationship building.  Diana McClay moved and Pat Burks-Jelks seconded a motion by Ann McElrath to have four face-to-face Board meetings per year, to include two of the meetings at our Spring and Fall Conferences and two Board meetings hosted by Board members.  The motion carried unanimously.   It was also noted that Tennessee members should continue to meet at the Southern Region and National CUPA-HR conferences as was done during lunch at the Southern Region in Charleston.

The Board congratulated Karen Queener on her election to Secretary for the CUPA-HR Southern Region Board.

Following discussion Ann McElrath motioned that all Treasurer reports, Chapter funds, membership lists, bank books, check-books, and other Treasurer documentation be given from Dan Trentham, President, to Rich Ashley, Treasurer, by July 15, 2008.  Karen Queener moved and Pat Burks-Jelks seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously.
