The meeting was called to order at 3:30 p.m. by Dan Trentham, President.  Trentham welcomed the Board of Directors.  The minutes of the February 23, 2009 meeting were considered as revised.  McClay moved and Queener seconded the motion to accept the revised minutes.  The motion was approved as submitted.  

Treasurer’s Report
Ashley presented a treasurer’s report which was previously sent to the Board of Directors.  The chapter has received $690 in deposits for the conference.  There are four silver sponsors.  Trentham reported receiving a $500 check from CREF and  $40 registrations from Cleveland State and UT Space Science Center.  There has been no response from the Southern Region regarding the $154.00.  Queener moved and Burks-Jelks seconded the motion to accept the treasurer’s report as submitted. The motion was approved.

Communications Committee
McClay reported that the newsletter had been sent out.  The website has been updated.  CUPA national requests that the chapter disseminate information through them.  McClay will send out a conference reminder which extends early bird registration to April 3, 2009. 

Membership Committee
Epperson had nothing to report.  Trentham will contact Libby King at LMU regarding doing something for membership at the April conference.

Programming Committee
Linda Hendricks, Vice President and Chief Human Resources Officer at the University of Tennessee, will speak at the beginning of the conference.  Burks-Jelks will speak to logistics and Trentham will introduce Hendricks.   The caterer needs final numbers 3 days before the event. The rate is $24/person for 40 people. This rate includes a breakfast snack, box lunch, and afternoon snack.  The Board of Directors discussed points regarding conference logistics that Ashley had brought up in an email.  Burks-Jelks will bring evaluation forms.  Each company will bring door prizes.  Trentham will email suggested recommendations to the board for a TN-CUPA door prize. Trentham will obtain orange portfolios for speaker gifts.  The Board discussed audio visual needs.  The chapter will be charged equipment fees if it uses UT laptops or projectors.  Board members will introduce presenters.  McElarth will introduce the keynote speaker at lunch.  ING has furnished conference badges. Trentham has folders, pens, and luggage tags and will work on obtaining writing pads.  Members of the Board of Directors will bring various items from their campuses to stuff into the conference bags. Participants will be given stick-on badges. The Board of Directors will meet at 7:30 am in room 233 of the conference center the day of the conference.  The Board discussed the proposed agenda for the business meeting. Keith will take notes during the business meeting.
The Board of Directors will waive the conference fee for 2 National CUPA-HR employees.  Bios of the slates of officers will be included in the conference materials.
