Patricia Burks Jelks moved and Diana McClay seconded to hold the spring 2009 Conference at the Downtown Marriot, reserve a few rooms at the Marriott and reserve rooms at an alternative hotel. The motion carried unanimously.  
New Business:  Sandra Keith broached the subject as having a historian as part of the Board of Directors or as a committee chair.  A historian is needed to preserve and archive Chapter materials as the Chapter continues to grow. The Historian could develop a brochure and distribute it to new members.  The By-laws reflect that other committees may be appointed.  Diana and Karen Queener went to the original CUPA-HR meetings. Sandra will forward potential Historian job descriptions from other organizations to the Board.  It was suggested that the Historian position be announced or advertised at the fall 2008 conference.
Possible dates for the Fall Conference were discussed: September 25, 30 or October 2.  The conference will be held in Jackson, Tennessee.  Anne will ask Dan to confirm conference sites and dates.  It is anticipated that the site previously used by TN-CUPA HR in Jackson will be available.  The site was free of charge and TN-CUPA HR incurred minimal costs.

The Regional Conference will be occurring in June.  Several strategies were discussed to connect participants form Tennessee institutions.  Anne will research getting button/ribbons that reflect an affiliation with Tennessee.
