May 26, 2009 Minutes
Knoxville, Tennessee

The meeting was called to order at 3:33 p.m. by McElrath, President-elect.  McElrath welcomed the Board of Directors and called the meeting to order.

Minutes of the April 14, 2009 annual meeting
Keith presented the revised minutes of the April 14, 2009 annual meeting.  Queener moved and Ashley 2nd the motion to approve the minutes.  The motion carried.

Minutes of the April 29, 2009 annual meeting
McElrath presented the minutes of the April 29, 2009 meeting to the Board of Directors.   It was noted that the minutes erroneously reflected the meeting occurred on April 27.   Keith moved and Ashley 2nd the motion to approve the minutes as revised.  The motion carried.

Treasurer’s Report
Ashley previously submitted a Treasurer’s report to the Board.   The current balance is $10,896.86.  There were no debits or credits since the last meeting.  Queener reported that the Southern Region will reimburse the chapter $154.00.  Bates and Ashley will meet to transfer material related to the treasurer’s duties.  Trentham also has items he would like to pass on to others.  There will continue to be 4 signatories on Chapter checks. Queener moved and Keith 2nd the motion to approve the Treasurer’s report.  The motion carried.

Communications Committee
Ashley reported on behalf of Diana McClay.  Ashley stated that the website is up to date and it includes the PowerPoint presentations from the spring workshop.  Pictures from the spring 2009 workshop will be uploaded in time for the fall 2009 newsletter.

Membership Committee
Ashley reported that the new bylaws change the dates of membership to August 1-July 31.  Last year, ETSU sent out renewal notices to members.  The Board discussed having the National office send out a mass e-mail requesting that members renew.  Each board member is directed to email McElrath their thoughts on the benefits of membership by June 15.  These thoughts will be collated and presented as part of the material submitted to recruit members.

Old Business
McElrath shared a conversation that she had with members of the Kentucky chapter.  The Kentucky chapter already has a fall conference planned and it was suggested that the spring 2010 conference be a joint venture between the two chapters.  The spring conference would be held in Tennessee.  It was suggested that McElrath iron out some more details with the Kentucky leadership.  It may be necessary for the respective Board of Directors of each chapter to meet to iron out details of the collaboration.  Ashley will ask Jessica Savage about her thoughts on a joint conference.  Queener noted that it has been suggested that the Southern and Eastern regions have a joint conference in 2011. Aon desires to be a vendor/sponsor at our next conference.  McElrath attended a leadership session at the Southern Region conference and brought back some best practices the Tennessee Chapter may want to implement in the future.  For instance, the Kentucky chapter has begun the practice of holding its conferences at state facilities.  These facilities often have cafeterias and there is no need to guarantee rooms.  Another best practice was to have drive-in workshops.  Essentially, participants would “vanpool” from a site to the conference site.  

Regarding the fall 2009 conference it will be held on September 22.  Ashley will explore the possibility of having the conference at Henry Horton State Park.  He will also obtain the chapter’s application for state tax exemption.  Burks-Jelks suggested that in the future each Board Member receive a job description outlining their specific functions.  The issue of establishing a Historian position will be further explored.

The next meeting of the Board of Directors will be June 22, 2009 in Knoxville.  The meeting will be held at 12:00 p.m. in a yet to be determined location.

The meeting adjourned at 4:08 p.m.
