The meeting was called to order at 12:00 p.m. by Dan Trentham, President.  The meeting was held in conjunction with the 2008 fall conference in Jackson, TN. Trentham welcomed participants, introduced members of the Board of Directors, and thanked vendors for their participation.

Trentham discussed proposed changes to the Chapter bylaws.  Trentham encouraged everyone to read the bylaws and a vote would be taken at a later date regarding their adoption.  Trentham encouraged participants to consider individuals for nomination to the Board of Directors.  The current term of the Board of Directors ends June 30, 2009.  The positions of President-elect, Secretary, and Treasurer will be open for election for the next term beginning July 1, 2009.

Trentham presented a proposal by Alan Chesney, CUPA-HR Southern Region President, to help alleviate the Tennessee Chapter’s debt to the Nashville Marriott. The proposal was that Southern Region would “loan” the Tennessee Chapter money to pay off the debt to the Marriott.  In exchange, the Tennessee Chapter would partner with the Kentucky Chapter by hosting a joint chapter meeting next year in TN (when KY is hosting the Regional conference in Louisville) and also participating in a joint chapter meeting in KY at some other time. The debt would be paid over a specified period.

Karen Queener reported on the Southern Regional Conference.  It was announced that Donna Gwaltney resigned her position as Chair of the Legislative Committee.
