“(c) FINDINGS- The Congress finds the following:

(1) Disability is a natural part of the human experience and in no way
diminishes the right of individuals to participate in or contribute to society.
Improving educational results for children with disabilities is an essential
element of our national policy of ensuring equality of opportunity, full
participation, independent living, and economic self-sufficiency for
individuals with disabilities.” 20 U.S.C. 1400(c)

“(A) IN GENERAL- A free appropriate public education is available
to all children with disabilities residing in the State between the
ages of 3 and 21, inclusive, including children with disabilities
who have been suspended or expelled from school.” 20 U.S.C.
1412(a)(5).

“(5) LEAST RESTRICTIVE ENVIRONMENT-

(A) IN GENERAL- To the maximum extent appropriate, children
with disabilities, including children in public or private institutions
or other care facilities, are educated with children who are not
disabled, and special classes, separate schooling, or other removal
of children with disabilities from the regular educational
environment occurs only when the nature or severity of the
disability of a child is such that education in regular classes with
the use of supplementary aids and services cannot be achieved
satisfactorily.” 20 U.S.C. 1412(a)(5).
