	The content of the course includes theoretical and practical knowledge regarding nursing in the current health care delivery system. Critical thinking, problem solving, and decision-making within the nursing process are introduced. Roles of the professional nurse, including advocate, communicator, educator, healthcare provider and team member, and research consumer will be discussed. Basic terminology, concepts, and methods of nursing research will be discussed and will serve as a basis for the use and understanding of nursing research in subsequent courses and practice. Students will be introduced to nursing informatics and application to practice. Use of the computer as a tool for communicating, learning, research, and practice is integrated throughout the course.
