	Theories and concepts of professional nursing and community health care are explored in relation to historical perspectives and contemporary nursing practice. The course includes content about nursing theory, research and practice, nursing as a profession, the nursing process, and the roles of the baccalaureate degree nurse in a multi-cultural society. Emphasis is placed on the concept of community as client, understanding health care delivery systems, community assessment and the role of the health provider in primary, secondary, and tertiary levels of prevention. Community-based experiences are used to provide the student an opportunity to apply the role of the professional nurse.
