	Course Overview

	
	This course focuses on the theoretical knowledge needed to implement educational programs at all levels of the nursing practice continuum. It provides a global foundation for additional coursework that will focus on the formative aspects of nursing education and individual learners. This course includes a critical examination of teaching-learning principles specific to nursing; assesses the nature of the learner; presents the principles supporting curriculum development; and introduces program evaluation.  The student will be encouraged to develop a personal philosophy of teaching.

	Teaching and Learning: The concept of evidence; Evidence- based practice in nursing education; Professional standards and resources; Learning Theories; Methods; Strategies; Improving teaching and learning; Experiential learning; Technology and learning.  Faculty and Students: Nursing faculty roles; Women in academia; The learner in nursing. Curriculum: Planning and development; Philosophy, Structure; Adapting Curricula Across the Nursing Continuum. Evaluation: Faculty evaluation; Program evaluation; Accreditation.
