1. NATIONAL CERTIFICATION – You may choose to test through one or both of these agencies. You must be certified by a national organization prior to beginning the application to practice as a nurse practitioner.

Official transcript  - An official ETSU transcript showing your degree must be included with your application.  You may request your transcript on GoldLink or by visiting http://www.etsu.edu/reg/forms.aspx.   Be sure to indicate that you want your transcript issued after your degree has been posted.
Once you have completed the application form and received the Validation form and your transcript, you can mail these materials to ANCC.

Part 3 of the Advanced Practice Nurse Application  (found in above application)  Requires signature of NP Program Director.  If you live in the state of Tennessee, this form will be mailed to you by the College of Nursing on May 18, 2010, assuming the Registrar’s Office has posted your degree by then.  
Official transcript - An official ETSU transcript showing your degree must be included with your application.  You may request your transcript on GoldLink or by visiting http://www.etsu.edu/reg/forms.aspx.   Be sure to indicate that you want your transcript issued after your degree has been posted.

Notice and Formulary - After you have passed certification and received your Certificate of Fitness, complete and submit the “Notice and Formulary” found at the above website.

North Carolina Board of Nursing
The following forms must be completed/included:
Nurse Practitioner Application can be found at www.ncbon.com.  Must be submitted online. 

Verification of graduation letter – Required with the above application.  If you live in the state of North Carolina, this form will be mailed to you by the College of Nursing on May 18, 2010, assuming the Registrar’s Office has posted your degree by then.  
Official transcript - An official ETSU transcript showing your degree must be included with your application.  You may request your transcript on GoldLink or by visiting http://www.etsu.edu/reg/forms.aspx.   Be sure to indicate that you want your transcript issued after your degree has been posted.

Additional Information regarding NC nurse practitioner license process: Be aware that currently in NC you must be approved by BOTH the Board of Nursing and the Board of Medicine. Also, you must  have a “collaborating physician” sign your application to practice which usually means you actually need to secure a job prior to having a North Carolina Nurse Practitioner License.  (Realizing this doesn’t seem logical does not change the fact that it is the law in North Carolina)

Official transcript - An official ETSU transcript showing your degree must be included with your application.  You may request your transcript on GoldLink or by visiting http://www.etsu.edu/reg/forms.aspx.   Be sure to indicate that you want your transcript issued after your degree has been posted.

Application for Prescriptive Authority for Licensed Nurse Practitioners – After you have passed certification submit this application.

REALIZE - State Regulations for Advanced Nursing Practice- It is your responsibility to read and abide by the specified regulations for nurse practitioners in the state in which you are licensed to practice. These regulations vary considerably. In order to protect yourself and your practice you must follow the Rules Regulating NP Practice.  

Completing these forms is a complicated process and will require a devoted amount of time.  We recommend that any materials sent through US Mail be certified.
