Symposium Information and Description

The ETSU Instrumental Conducting Symposium is a five-day intensive week of
study geared toward instrumental conductors who are seeking additional instruction
in conducting technique and musicality, nonverbal gestures, rehearsal approaches,
podium presence, score study and analysis, and masterwork lectures.

This five-day symposium is offered to students at the graduate and undergraduate
levels for 1 or 2 credits for participants, or noncredit for participant or observer.
*Students must be a participant during the week-long workshop in order to receive
class credit, if desiring class credit.

Application deadline is June 5, 2009, for participation or observer.
Maximum number of conducting participants: 20.

* If registering for class credit through ETSU, for the week-long symposium, payment
must be made according to the Registrar summer course calendar and process
schedule.

* If opting for non-credit/observer route, payment/balance for the week-long
symposium can be made during the first day of the workshop through Office of
Professional Development. Checks or money order of $25.00 for application/
processing fee should be made payable to “ETSU Bands,” and sent by the
application deadline for processing.

Cancellations prior to the symposium will receive a refund (less the $25.00 fee) if the
request is made by the application deadline of June 5, which is two weeks prior to
the symposium.

No refunds will be made for any reason after June 5, 2009. Participants arriving
late or leaving early during the symposium are not eligible for any monetary
compensation.
