	5. Board of Trustees Report - Alsop

   5.1 Keyana Miller was appointed to the BOTs as the student representative. 
   5.2 A salary increase of 2.5% was approved; sixty percent is funded by the state and forty percent is funded by university tuition. 

   5.3 The approved budget is based on a loss of approximately 100 students. Sixty-five million of the 260 million comes from the state. 

   5.4 Promotion and Tenure occurred in April. This is the first time that budget, salary, and tenure and promotion have occurred before June. 
   5.5 A proposal for a new humanities building was submitted to the state; it did not make the funding list but it will be put forward in the next cycle. 

   5.6 A retreat was held in Greenville. An outside consulting company, Educational Advisory Board (EAB), was hired to update the board on best practices in higher education. There were several issues addressed: emerging challenges in higher education; barriers to getting student through the system; financial aid strategies for new students; sustainability across the donor base and increasing the number of donors; and improve student success and retention.
