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Women Artists and Their Art
New Online Art History Course to be offered by East Tennessee State University

ARTH 4117.904 (50739) and ARTH 5117.904 (51550) 3 credits.
Summer I:  MTWRF June 8-July 10, 2009
In summer 2009, Dr. Vida Hull will offer an online course on Women Artists.  The course can be taken for undergraduate or graduate credit.  It is Writing Intensive and fulfills an elective for Women Studies major or minor.  For art majors and minors, it counts as one of the required 4000-level art history courses.

When does it meet?  
The course is offered daily (MTWRF) for five weeks in the summer term, from June 8 through July 10, 2009.
