RDC Interdisciplinary Symposium Program

Supplemental Template Form
A symposium proposal is a call for an interdisciplinary symposium around a topic of current research significance identified by the investigator(s). The symposium should involve scholars from several disciplines. The design and format of the symposium should encourage communication and discussion that formulates new research questions or promotes new ways to address existing research questions. 

Important Considerations:
· The principal investigator(s) must be from East Tennessee State University, but participation by members of interested communities and organizations outside the University, including other institutions of higher education, is strongly encouraged.  
· The time-line for organizing a high quality, well attended symposium should be ambitious, but attainable. Symposia are expected to be open events, not invitation only, designed to attract engaged discussion by a large number of researchers from diverse disciplines. 

· The symposium must be held within the time frame of the fiscal year (July 1 to June 30) due to the nature of RDC funding.  

· Evidence of interest and willingness to participate by key presenters at the symposium should be included with the proposal. 
· Evidence of interest from non-traditional fields for collaboration from within East Tennessee State University or other universities or local community partners should also be included.
