ETSU establishes Web site to assist victims of earthquake, tsunami in Japan
JOHNSON CITY – East Tennessee State University has established a Web site that provides information on ways support may be extended to the people of Japan following the earthquake and tsunami that took place last week.
Numerous ETSU faculty and students are from Japan, and the university has exchange agreements with three Japanese institutions.

This site, www.etsu.edu/response, encourages visitors to assist by donating money, volunteering time or donating blood to the American Red Cross and provides contact information for the local chapter of the ARC and a link to the organization’s Web site.

Information is available on campus support services for students, faculty and staff who may have been affected by the disaster.

Student organizations wishing to conduct fundraisers or other relief efforts are referred to ETSU’s Community Service Programs in the Student Organization Resource Center, and the Web site may be updated as information on such opportunities becomes available.
The ETSU disaster response Web page was first created after the January 2010 earthquake in Haiti, and was activated again following the floods in Middle Tennessee last spring and the fire at Johnson City’s Miller Crest Apartments last August. 
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
