Conference Theme: 
ETSU’s second Micro-CHIIPs (Conference for High-Impact Instructional Practices) will be from 9:00 – 12:00, January 11, 2023, featuring keynote speakers Dr. Vijy Sathy and Dr. Kelly Hogan, authors of Inclusive Teaching: Strategies for Promoting Equity in the College Classroom. Sathy and Hogan invite their readers to consider their course structure from an inclusive lens, and propose pedagogical and design changes that welcome, rather than exclude, more learners. This Micro-CHIIPs conference theme challenges us to reflect on how we think about our students and what instructional practices we might need to shift to include learners from all walks of life. 
The conference will include one break-out session following the keynote presentation. The conference committee invites you to submit proposals that connect to the conference theme and that highlight what you are doing in your classroom – online or face-to-face – to contribute to excellence in teaching. This micro-conference will be held virtually, so please plan to present in a Zoom format.

Developing Your Proposal: 
Sessions will be 60 minutes offered on Zoom, and participants should leave sessions with practical strategies and ideas to implement in their own classes. Proposals must include information regarding what participants will do during the session; sessions that do not include significant interactive components will not be considered. Examples of interactive components include (but are not limited to): use of audience response systems, small group breakouts, small and whole group discussions (in chat or orally), games, role play, case studies, jigsaws, or fishbowls.  
 Proposals may involve topics including, but not limited to: 
· Inclusive pedagogy 
· Inclusive course design 
· Access and accessibility 
· Active learning for all class sizes 
· Learner-centered teaching 
· Inclusive or welcoming syllabi 
· Student engagement 
· Teaching with technology 
· Online education 
· Scholarship of teaching and learning 
· Collaborative learning 
· Interprofessional learning 
· Course design 
 
The conference committee will evaluate and select proposals based on the following criteria: 
· Complete description and quality of content 
· Connection to the conference theme 
· Application of content to practice 
· Quality of audience participation
