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Main Item—Your Heroic Journey Movie—(65 points)
1.      You will create your own heroic journey and videotape it for our viewing pleasure.
*****YOUR MOVIE MUST BE APPROPRIATE FOR CLASSROOM VIEWING—If you have a question about a particular portion, don’t put it in!

2.     This is a group project, so everyone must participate in the movie portion.  This means that ALL group members must make an appearance in the movie even if they videotape as well.

3.     Your movie should be a minimum of eight minutes long, but it can be up to 15 minutes in length.

4.     You may include other people in your movie other than your group members, but remember that all group members must play a role in the movie.

5.     I cannot promise you class time to film; so when you are ready to video, your group will most likely need to meet outside the class period to film.

6.     We will view your movies on during your final exam period.  The order of viewing will be random.

 Movie Poster to Advertise Your Heroic Journey Movie—(10 points)
 1.      Each Group will create one “movie poster” on posterboard or the equivalent to advertise for your feature film.

2.     This poster is due on Wednesday, May 18th in order to advertise for your movie.

 Presentation and Eight Steps Flyer—(15 points)
1.       Your group will create a flyer outlining the eight steps of your heroic journey to hand out to the class on the days of our movie extravaganza.
 2.      On this flyer you need to have at least three challenges/temptations.
 3.      You will also need to list the mentor and threshold guardian(s).
 Evaluations and Group Meetings—(10 points)
 1.       You will fill out a group-evaluation form at the end of our project in which you will describe the ways in which you and your fellow group members contributed to your group effort. 

 2.      You must spend your in-class time wisely.  

 3.      I will let you use what art supplies I have, but I will not have everything you need.  Plan wisely, and have all your supplies ready to go during the in-class time.

 4.      Your work ethic during the class period will not only affect your project grade, which is worth a test grade but also several daily grades.

 Extra Credit-(10 points)
 1.      In addition, every group can pick two of the following to go along with their heroic journey.  Each extra selection is worth up to five extra credit points.  Since this project is worth a test grade, this is a good way to help your grade.

a.      An advertisement/commercial for a product such as action figures, games, video games, etc… that have to do or stem from your heroic journey.

b.     A news report about your journey feature film

c.      Original song based on your journey

d.     Commercial advertisement for your heroic journey

e.      Musical soundtrack for your journey (at least 5 songs with attached note describing why each song was chosen)

f.       Trailer for your movie

g.     Other creative ideas of this nature that you get cleared through me

 Along the way, you will also have assignments that are worth some participation grades.  Again, completing these assignments fully will help you when it comes to making your movie a quality product and when it comes to your grade in the class. 
Due Date:  Movies will be viewed during our exam period; however, I must view them beforehand to insure that they are appropriate for class.  Therefore, your due date is Friday, May 20th.
