1. Choose one specific idea from this TED talk that was especially empowering or especially unconvincing. How do you think Elie Wiesel would respond to this idea?






2. Stevenson talks a lot about identity and how we, as Americans, should understand our own identities. What do you think defines “American identity”? What belief/value governs our laws and moral understandings? 







3. Stevenson says “The politics of fear and anger have made us believe that there are problems that are not our problems. We have been disconnected.” How does this relate to the Holocaust? Do you think “cultural proximity,” or our distance from these modern genocides, affects our understanding of them?







4. He also claims that, “We don't like to talk about our history. And because of that, we really haven't understood what it's meant to do the things we've done historically.” How do you think we could “talk” about our history in a way that helps us to understand these things that we’ve done historically?
